We had a mix 
of local art through the lobby on consignment but we wanted something with more of a theme 
and with the potential to generate atmosphere.   

In June, we secured a partnership with Mr. Ben Ploughman, a local folk artist whose art is crafted 
from recycled lobster trap wood and locally inspired images that speak to Newfoundland and 
Labrador...both now and then.  To add to the experience, we threw in a series of meet the artist 
nights so our guests could actually learn how the art is crafted and where the inspiration is born.  

The art was a great success and kept our lobby buzzing with conversation  all season long.
